with Matt Anthony, one of our club’s younger members.  He had asked if I would 
show him the World Famous Bradenbaugh Flats since he had heard about it but 
had never visited the area.  Matt became interested in birds during middle and high 
school but took a break from the hobby during his transition into college while a 
student at St. Mary’s College.  He has now rekindled his interest and has been 
birding throughout the state as his schedule allows.  His knowledge and enthusiasm 
are very impressive. 

Matt is another example of the many younger birders that have been 
influenced by the existance of our club and its members.  We are fortunate that our 
club has many teachers as members because they have daily contact with children 
and young adults.  Many non-teachers have made it a priority to reach out to 
relatives and friends with children to make sure they are given a good introduction 
to the study of birds and to the hobby of birding.  Becky Gallo and her assistants 
have founded the first ever young wing of our local club.   I have always considered 
the median age of our membership to be younger than most other chapters of 
MOS. 

I believe our club can take great pride in the outreach we have shown to the 
next generation and the results that this tutelage has produced.  Our current vice-
president, Matt Hafner, is recognized around the region as one of the top birders in 
his identification skills and knowledge base.  He is an avid lister and has competed 
in and won some of the Birdathon events around the country.  He currently is on 
the State Records Committee, one of the youngest to serve, and he is the Regional 
Co-editor  for the North American Birds magazine.  Dave Ziolkowski, Jr. is another 
birding success story from Harford County.  He and our past (and youngest) 
President, Russ Kovach were classmates at Joppatowne High School and were 
introduced to the study of birds through their environmental science classes.  Dave 
is filling the shoes of Chan Robbins at the USGS Pautuxent Wildlife Research Center 
and has published bird articles in research periodicals and delivered addresses at 
various conferences.  Russ is a biology and environmental science teacher at 
C.Milton Wright High School, taking over the role of chief birder there from Spike 
Updegrove.  Mike Burchette, another Wright graduate, is an accomplished local 
and regional birder. 

While these five individuals are excellent examples of what we hope to 
accomplish as a club with our educational efforts and fellowship, the important 
point to keep in mind is the job is never finished.  How many more students might 
be turned on to our environment and its wildlife through club activities?  The only

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40th Annual Rock Run Christmas Bird Count

The 40th Annual Rock Run Christmas Bird Count was 
held on Friday, December 30, 2011.  Mild seasonal con-
ditions continued right up to the count, and count day 
was on average 50oF at mid-day.  Partly sunny skies 
made for an extremely pleasant late December day.  
Thirteen of our 15 count sectors had coverage from 
both veteran teams and new sector leaders and partici-
pants alike.  A total of 42 counters took to canvassing 
our territory, centered around Rock Run in Susque-
hanna State Park.  A general consensus agreed the 
woodlands were quiet this day, but a grand total of 94 
species and 52, 833 individuals were registered.  In ad-
dition to the usual and expected, both duck and spar-
row variety were high, and two mega-blackbird flocks 
were observed, one in each county.  Especially noted 
was a lack of “winter irruptives”.  Unexpected species 
included American Woodcock, 2 Great Egrets and a 
continuing Rufous Hummingbird at a feeder in the Dub-
lin/Berkley area.        

Special thanks goes out to Sue Procell for her continued 
dedication to compiling our CBC effort and Lorna and 
Adel Wortman for their annual, gracious hospitality. 
Highlights were as follows:   

Rowlandville: (51 species) Les Eastman, Bob Schutsky.  
Les and Bob had high counts for Black Vulture (300), 
Red-shouldered Hawk (6), Carolina Chickadee (65), 
Tufted Titmouse (32), Chipping Sparrow (13) and Fox 
Sparrow (5).  They also observed 4,000 Red-winged 
Blackbirds and 6,000 Common Grackles.   

Colora: (35 species) Tom Congersky, Rupert and Cyn-
thia Rossetti, Mary Procell, Kara Procell.  Tom’s experi-
enced team found the high for American Crow (200) 
and second highest for Downy Woodpecker (12) and 
Dark-eyed Junco (60).  They also won the High Euro-
pean Starling Award with 600.   

Bainbridge: (38 species) Brian Moyer.  Brian found the 
high for Fish Crow (39) and Pied-billed Grebe (3) and 
was one of three sectors with Savannah Sparrow.  He 
also was one of two count sectors to tally both Coo-
per’s and Sharp-shinned Hawks. 

Perry Point: (54 species) Ruth Bergstrom, Marian Ar-
gentino.  Ruth and Marian took on this newly open sec-
tor, and found the only Tundra Swans (250) and Rusty 
Blackbird (1).  This expansive water border sector pro-
duced a high for Double-crested Cormorant (9), was 

second for many waterfowl species and was one of two 
sectors with a Great Egret.  

Swan Creek: (58 species) John Gallo, Kelvin and Deb 
Mosley, Lynn Feryus, Callum and Kerry MacLellan. 
John’s experience and team showed as they produced 
the second highest species total.  They had the only 
American Woodcock (1) and highs for Hooded Mergan-
ser (38), Eastern Screech-Owl (11), Great Horned Owl 
(11), Swamp Sparrow (13) and American Goldfinch (21).  

Havre de Grace: (69 species) Rick Cheicante, Dave 
Larkin, Peter Lev, Ross Furbash.  This team ran large 
this year, and so did their highest ranked species total.  
Swan Harbor and its new impoundment had a little 
something to do with that.  Found were the only 
American Wigeon (4), Ring-necked Duck (1), Hermit 
Thrush (1), and American Tree Sparrow (2).  High totals 
included Green-winged Teal (45), Great Black-backed 
Gull (23) and Savannah Sparrow (21).  Eight species of 
sparrow were observed all total … but unfortunately, 
no Le Conte’s. 

Aldino: (36 species) Phil Powers, John Taylor.  A return-
ing duo found our only Killdeer (14) of the day.  They 
also had highs for Eastern Towhee (13) and White-
throated Sparrow (148) and were one of four sectors 
with Northern Harrier.    

Susquehanna: (49 species) Mark Johnson, Bob 
Werrlein, Bob and Susan Hood, Suzanne Procell.  This 
highly skilled group was definitely in some woodlands.  
They had the high for Brown Creeper (12), Ruby-
crowned Kinglet (4) and Winter Wren (4).  They had 
one of two Gray Catbirds counted on the day. 

Rolling Green: (53 species) Dave Webb, Jean Wheeler, 
Matt Anthony, Ann Helton, Melody Stevens, Bill 
Burchett.  Veteran leaders Dave and Jean fielded a di-
verse team finding our counts only Cedar Waxwings 
(14) and Purple Finches (2).  Their territory produced 
highs for Red-tailed Hawk (17), Eastern Bluebird (33), 
Horned Lark (2) and White-crowned Sparrow (3). 

Shuresville: (17 species) Colleen Webster, Tom Leckey. 
Colleen and Tom found themselves covering a lot of 
terrain on the day.  From Shuresville, they were able to 
obtain a high for Turkey Vulture (41) and American 
Robin (20) and second high for Black Vulture (40).  I 
don’t know what they were carrion, but it seems the 
vultures were interested.

Geese, Swans, Ducks 
MS saw 3 Snow Geese and 5 Tundra Swans at Swan 
Harbor on Dec 9th.  DK had a blue Snow Goose, 8 
Cackling Geese, and about 800 Canada Geese at 
Turney’s Pond off of Harford Creamery Road on Dec 
31st.  The group of Cackling Geese was present in 
varying numbers throughout the period along with a 
large number of Canada Geese.  JH reported several 
Tundra Swans flying over Forest Hill on Dec 29th.   

MS had 4 Gadwall, 1 American Wigeon, 2 American 
Black Ducks, 75 Mallards, 3 Green-
winged Teal, 9 Redhead, 1 Bufflehead, 
and 2 Common Goldeneye at Swan 
Harbor on Dec 9th.  KJ saw 19 Redhead 
there on Dec 8th.  MA counted 19 
Northern Shovelers in a pond near 
Perryman on Dec 17th.  RR and DG saw 2 male and 3 
female Northern Shovelers at Bynum Pond on Jan 4th.  
WL reported a single Green-winged Teal at Swan 
Harbor on Dec 18th.   

Grebes, Bitterns, Hawks, Falcons 
DL saw a Pied-billed Grebe at Lakeside on Dec 4th.  MS 

saw an American Bittern at Swan 
Harbor on Dec 9th.  She also saw a 
Sharp-shinned Hawk there.  KG 
reported a Rough-legged Hawk flying 
near his Jarrettsville home on Jan 8th.  
DK had a Merlin near Turney’s Pond 

on Jan 22nd.  JG saw a Peregrine Falcon at Swan Harbor 
on Jan 22nd.   

Owls, Hummingbirds, Woodpeckers, Thrushes, 
Sparrows 
MH heard a Great Horned Owl calling near his home in 
Havre de Grace.  NM saw and photographed a Short-
eared Owl at Swan Harbor on Dec 3rd.  She also saw 20 
American Pipits.  DK reported that the Rufous 
Hummingbird was still being seen by its 
host family in Darlington throughout the 
period.  He also noted that the 3 Red-
headed Woodpeckers were still present 
near the Bradenbaugh Flats area.   

SH had up to 4 Chipping Sparrows at her Fallston Home 
throughout the period.  The numbers dropped after the 
January snow fall. The LeConte’s Sparrow was last 
reported at Swan Harbor on Dec 14th by RO.

We continued to have some nice, unusual birds in the county this winter.  Keep your eyes 
open; you never know what you will find.  This report covers the period from Dec 3rd, 2011 
through Jan 27th, 2012. 

Christmas Count (continued) 

Dublin/Berkley: (36 species) Rich Pfingsten.  Rich took 
on some new territory, and found our only Wood Duck 
(1) for the day.  He also had high counts for Gadwall 
(40) and Herring Gull (40).  A possible Greater White-
fronted Goose was observed, and Rich was one of four 
sectors with Northern Harrier.  A continuing Rufous 
Hummingbird remained in the area.  

Conowingo Dam: (39 species) Colleen Webster, Tom 
Leckey.  Team Double Duty also glimpsed the birds 
along Fisherman’s Trail from Conowingo south.  No 
doubt, highs for Bald Eagle (21), Great Blue Heron (55) 
and American Black Duck (7) were found here along 
with a surprise Green-winged Teal. “Thanks” Colleen 
and Tom for the extra effort!  

River/Flats: (52 species) Dennis Kirkwood, Kristin Kirk-
wood, Chet Feldmann, Peter Jay, Grace Hiter, Diane 
Jones.  Team U.S.S. Kirkwood sailed the grand Susque-
hanna River and adjacent flats, and reeled in numerous 
specialties.  Peregrine Falcon (2), Bonaparte’s Gull (1), 
Lesser Black-backed Gull (1) were all unique for the 
count.  Highs for Canvasback (50), Ruddy Duck (80) and 
American Coot (37) were also found.       

“Thanks” to all the participant’s for their bird counting 
efforts.  Looking ahead, this year’s CBC will take place 
on Saturday December 30, 2012.  Mark your calendars! 
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February 18 (Sat.)  – Swan Harbor Farm Park.  This Harford 
County gem with three impoundments, a commanding view of 
the Bay, wooded trails, and open fields has developed into a 
fine location for a broad spectrum of bird life, including 
waterfowl, marsh specialties, raptors, and sparrows.    Meet at 
8:00 AM at the parking lot adjacent to the Agricultural 
Education Center (near end of driveway).   Leaders are Tom

March 3 (Sat.)  – Broad Creek Scout Camp.  Explore the diverse 
habitats of this extensive and beautiful camp for wintering 
songbirds and possible raptors.  Meet at Dublin Elementary 
School on Rt. 136 north of Rt. 1 at 8:30 AM.  Co-leaders are 
Colleen Webster (410-459-4577; cwebster@harford.edu). and 
Sue Procell (443-417-4919; suzanne.a.procell.civ@mail.mil).

Meet at the Glen (west end 
of Wheel Road) at 8:00 AM.  Begin this tour with sightings from 
the parking lot, then proceed to survey the triple riparian 
habitats of Atkisson Reservoir, the faster flowing Winter's Run, 
and tributary Plumtree Run.  Add the woodland trails and some 
open meadow to offer great opportunities for good birding.  Co
-leaders are Phil Powers (410-679-4116 or 
birdsinmd@verizon.net) and Ruth Bergstrom ( 443-752-1967; 
ruthb22@yahoo.com ). 

March 14 (Wed.) - Timberdoodle Search.  Join this evening 
watch for one of our most interesting (and elusive!) birds, the 
American Woodcock, as it performs its mating sky dance.  Meet 
at 6:45 PM at the 155/95 Park and Ride.  The leaders are Elaine 
Beery (410-272-6037; ehbeery@yahoo.com ) and Jane Scocca.   

March 17 (Sat.) - Harford Waterfowl Tour. Visit several areas in 
the county to see a variety of waterfowl as they congregate 
prior to migrating north.

If we are lucky, we will arrive in time 
to see the blackbird megaflocks arise and the ducks stir. Bring a 
photo ID for admittance to APG.

This is prime time for unusual gulls (Little 
and Black-headed Gulls) and grebes, including Red-necked and

The rest of the trip was a 
downer.  They have replaced the open lot behind the 
warehouses with more buildings.  We can’t expect 
more 50 degree days for New Years or such a small 
count.  I would wish for 33 degrees instead of 33 spe-
